We usually have mo~e builder 
ques.t i on': than tell i ng us how to 
build. This one comes from George 
Scott, of Cohutta, Ga .. George 
sal": ,:c,'/ering the 1/8th inch vJing 
nose rib with the plywood leading 
edge doesn't leave much room for 
the butt joint required in two 
pI a.ce~ on the wi'rr<;l. Try addinQ a 
False Nose Rib to th 1st, 5th, and 
9th rib. Fabricate a 1/8th piece 
of plywood to fit the outline of 
these nose ribs and glue in place 
before attaching the nose ribs to 
the false spars. MaKe the false 
nos·e rib abou t 3/8ths in depth per
