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The next act was the Todd and Bob show about 
fabric covering and the Fisher method of 
aircraft finishing including the Suerflite 
System II as used on the Celebrity SEethe Green 
One, factory secret code name). We didn't try 
to be funny, it just happened. Tod showed how 
to cover the rudder, since it has such a curve 
and can be difficult. I applied the BLACK 
MAGIC,Factory code for flat black latex 
exterior paint, to a rudder that was already 
covered. We also demonstrated the method we 
used on the Green One of stapling the fabric to 
thee ribs. I think I mentioned it in the last 
newsletter. It is fairly simple and not as time 
consuming as rib stitching. 

Food was available in the hangar and at the 
airport restaurant almost all day long. Lunch 
was great, bean soup from the magic black 
kettle and the best cornbread in the world, 
made by Glenda. Mike's father ran the snack 
bar and made the best hamburgers. He had lots 
of help from Cindy, Jane, Glenda, and all the 
grandchildren. 

The weather cleared up enough for all to leave 
early Sunday that flew in and we even had a few 
local people fly in for a tour of the factory. It 
was busy weekend for us, but worth it all. 
Thanks to all who attended and made it a 
success, plan on being there next year. 

BUILDERS UPDATE

soon from the last I heard. He had a few last 
minute details to workout and he was headed to 
a secret location somewhere in Florida to do his 
testing.

U.S. Aviator 
has a feature article a few month ago with Zoom 
Campbell, the world's greatest aviator, riding 
a Cessna 150 off into glory testing a BRS 
chute. It was a good article. It took some nerve 
to pull the firing pin. 
Allen is building a Celebrity and has all the 
main structure complete and will now go back 
and do the mods required to install the chute. 
He is opting for the chute to deploy through left 
side aft of the pilot seat. Allen was impressed 
with folks at BRS for their concern for safety 
and engineering. He had to send the plans for 
the cabanes, since that is were the harness and 
the chute meet and a tremendous load would be 
placed on the aircraft in the advent of a 
deployment. BRS recommended a few changes 
in the rear cabanes, nothing very major all 
things considered. 
Allen is a relatively low time pilot and plans on 
doing some serious traveling next summer 
when his Celebrity is completed. He feels that 
the extra margin of safety provided by the BRS 
chute will be worth the expense and the loss of 
some precious storage space, traveling alone 
this should be no real problem. It could be 
some nice insurance.
