
I CELEBRITY,UPDATE 

The las t two weeks have been 
spent painting the aircraft for 
Bobby Yonkin. And jus t prier to 
tha t 'we primered 'and sanded for a 
couple of weeks. You should have 
heard all of the, complaining and 
excuses going on around here during 
those two weeks. For the primer 
coat we used the Super Flight 
System II. The primer also seals 
and fills the fa~ric weave. +t 
produces an almost rubber texture 
on the fabric. I And contrary to 
what the paint cqmpany tells you, 
it takes a grea t deal of sanding. 
There were four of us sanding and 
it took approximately one and half 
to two weeks of non stop sanding. 
Tha t 'was using a 320 grid we t / dry 
paper. You need to be very careful 
as to not sand holes in the fabric. 
Any ~here you may have a small 
piece of dir.t, fabric cement, 
geodetic strip, streamer, etc. will 
produce a hole quiet easily. In 
other words, any place there is 
something touching the under side 
of the fabric, B;EWARE! A couple 
of tl}e sanding ~rew liked to wet 
sand first and then come back over 
ita ~econd time 'drY sanding. I do 
not rtecommend this if it is your 
first time using this particular 
prime~ base. It is best if you dry 
sand the complete aircraft. I 
realize that it may take a little 
longer and a few more sheets of 
sand paper. The reason I recommend 
dry sanding is that: 
1. You can see where you have been 
and where you are going better. 
2. When there is water and sanding 
sludge on the surfaces you can 't 
always see how deep you are 
sanding. AND THIS PRODUCES HOLES 
IN THE FABRIC! 
The cost of the sand paper and a 
little extra time sanding far out 
ways the time and effort of fabric 

repair. Once you have a small hole 
in the fabric there are no easy 
ways of repairing it. Not to 
mention it will never look the same 
again, no matter how good you 
repair the spot. The primer will 
sand down to a very smooth and 
slick surface. (It seems kind of 
ashame to cover it up with paint.) 
On the rear turtle deck of the 
fuselage the surface was so slick 
the top coat of paint just slid 
off. So you need to be prepared to 
be able to move (turn from side to 
side) the fuselage if any signs of 
this or possibly runs occur. 
I can't stress this enough. THE 
SURFACES ARE SLICK! But when 
applying the top coat it doesn't 
take long to appreciate all of the 
time and effort spent on the primer 
base. Remember the top coat is only 
as good as the bottom coat. It 
little more expensive than our 
usual painting process. Over all, 
the paint on this aircraft turned 
out okay. 

Now we must reassemble the 
plane and do all of the small 
unfinished items. We have one more 
major thing also. During our fly­
in dad sold the green Celebrity we 
had in the show room. And the 
gentleman also bought the Franklin 
engine that we already had mounted 
on Bobby's plane. So now an engine 
must be mounted on the aircraft. 
This time we are going to use a 
Continental 0-200. Which means a 
new cowling. So we are coming down 
on the pro jec t now bu t there is 
some more time to be spent on it. 
Our new goal is to have the project 
finished by the next newsletter. 
But I'm not making any promises at 
this point.
